DIVAČA (a visit to the oldest preserved karstic house – Škrateljn’s house with a memorial exhibit for the first Slovene film actress Ita Rina) – VILENICA (a visit to the oldest tourist cave in Europe) – BRESTOVICA PRI POVIRJU (Ethnologic museum of Grgur with more than five hundred items of the rich karstic cultural heritage) – ŽIRJE (a visit to a top-level manufacturer of miniature replicas of farm carts) - TOMAJ (a visit to the home of karstic poet Srečko Kosovel - there is a museum collection of poet's things and works) - ŠTANJEL (a visit to the one of the oldest and the most picturesque Karst villages) – a visit to a stonecutter (a presentation of his work and his products that are made from stone)

3.KOMENSKI KRAS (The western part of the Karst plateau)
